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ENMU-ROSWELL UPWARD BOUND PROGRAM RECEIVES 

CONTINUED FUNDING
Eastern New Mexico University-Roswell is one of seven New Mexico institutions awarded federal funding to continue the Upward Bound program that helps high school students transition from high school into college.  The program at ENMU-Roswell, which targets students in Chaves and Eddy counties, will receive $287,696 in federal grant funding over the next four years.  The grants are awarded to universities through the Department of Education’s TRIO program.  ENMU-Roswell will use the funds to expand and enhance the operation of Upward Bound, which assists students with the skills and motivation needed for success in postsecondary education.  The goal is to increase the number of students enrolling and graduating from college.

“With this grant, we will have four more years of growth and improvement,” said Natalie Martinez, Upward Bound director.  “Students in the program are rewarded in many ways.  They get early exposure to a college campus, receive career information, tutoring, and college prep work, and go on field trips.  We are always looking for ways to grow and enhance the program and this funding will allow us to do that,” she said.

Currently, there are 50 students in the program, who will participate in an intense six week summer session, which begins June 9.  Upward Bound students also attend Saturday sessions during the school year.  The program recruits high school freshmen through high school graduates who receive assistance as they transition into college.  Martinez said Upward Bound students are also involved in community service projects, such as the ‘Adopt a Highway’ program.

The Upward Bound program at ENMU in Portales will receive $338,006 in grant funding.  New Mexico Highlands University in Las Vegas, New Mexico State University in Las Cruces, University of New Mexico in Albuquerque, UNM-Valencia, and New Mexico Junior College were also awarded Upward Bound funds. 
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
