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ENMU-ROSWELL CONTINUES COMPUTER LOAN PROGRAM


Students enrolled in the Computer Information Systems (CIS) program at ENMU-Roswell will be taking advantage of additional campus resources to practice computer networking at home.  This semester the university is once again loaning CIS students a computer to take home with them.  Students picked up their computers on Monday, September 22.

Utilizing the still relatively new Gateway computers (less than three years old) the campus puts in storage when they are replaced with faster computers, CIS instructor, De Ann Young successfully piloted the computer loan program with about 15 students this past spring semester.  Under an agreement with Microsoft, students can also take home a copy of the software they need to run on their computers at no cost.  


In order for students to be eligible for the computer loan program, they must be in  good standing with the university and in their second semester of the CIS program.  They will also sign a form agreeing to the terms of the loan.  Students can keep the computers for the duration of the associate degree program, which is two years.  


The Computer Information Systems program leads to an Associate of Applied Science degree.  Students can also receive a Microsoft Certified Systems Administrator certification.  Young said the program is having incredible success, with 14 out of 15 students receiving their Microsoft certifications this past spring.  Five CIS students graduating in December already have jobs in the area.  Young said many students receive job offers following successful internships with local employers.  Through a grant, ENMU-Roswell has also been approved as a Cisco Academy, which will provide an additional certification opportunity for students.  Currently about 175 full-time and part-time students are enrolled in the CIS program.  
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
