The Alley.  A student resource center located in the basement of the Campus Union Building is space formerly a bowling alley.  Services available here include…. 

Ballroom.  A large room on top floor of the Campus Union Building.  The location of the general faculty and staff breakfast each year and of special events such as the spring program at which endowed scholarships and department awards are presented.

Banner.  The University’s administrative integrated software system.  Used across the campus, it includes areas such as payroll, student registration, financial aid, catalog, and schedules.

Buchanan Hall:  An auditorium in the Music Building.  Commonly used for concerts and general faculty meetings.

Becky Sharp Auditorium:  A larger auditorium in the College of Business Building.  Located in the southeast corner of the building.  Commonly used for large presentations and meetings.

Center for Teaching Excellence.  A state funded public service program with a goal of improving the practice of education in New Mexico.  Promotes the widespread application of research on teaching excellence through a variety of grant programs.  Located in the Technology Building room 115.

The Chase.  The weekly student newspaper.

The CUB.  Campus Union Building.  Includes campus dining services, campus housing offices, student support offices, a coffee shop, snack bar, meeting rooms, and the ballroom.

Computer Center.  The University Computer Center (UCC), located on the northwest corner of the main campus.  Contains computer classrooms and labs.

Duplicating.  University Printing Services where class materials can be duplicated or printed.  Located in the College of Business Building room 151 on the west side of the building. 

Faculty Lounge.  May refer to lounge areas in some academic buildings but can also refer to the special room on the top floor of the Campus Union Building used for special functions.

Greyhounds.  The mascot for the men’s teams.

Ground Zero.  The coffee shop located in the basement of the Campus Union Building.

KENW.  Local public radio and television stations broadcast from the ENMU campus.

Monday Memo.  The official campus newsletter.  Available online at http://www.enmu.edu/newsevents/publications/monday-memo/index.shtml

North Central.  The Higher Learning Commission, the agency through which ENMU is accredited.

The Pit.  A large classroom in the Jack Williamson Liberal Arts Building (JWLA xxx—need room number.)  Sometimes heard called “The Purple Pit” because of the former color of the upholstery on the seats.

Regents Room.  A meeting room located on the second floor of the Administration Building.  Used by the Board of Regents to conduct regular meetings but open to other campus groups as well.

Roswell.  Typically refers to the ENMU-Roswell campus located south of the community.  ENMU-R offers associate degrees and certificates in both academic and vocational programs.

Ruidoso.  Typically refers to the Ruidoso Instruction Center where ENMU offers courses and select associate degrees.  Located in a mountain resort community of the same name.

The Silverpack.  The student yearbook.

Zia Room.  A smaller room on the top floor of the Campus Union Building.  Generally used for special functions involving meals.

Zias.  The mascot for the women’s athletic teams.
