Other classes offered this summer include a band group lessons and community band, digital photography, fun with greeting cards, basic math for high school and middle school, unique outdoor games, arts and crafts, face painting, flying machines, Spanish, and four-day courses in Microsoft Word, Excel, PowerPoint, and Front Page.
