ART 131P-2WW, CRN-22629, Art Appreciation, 3 Credits, T. McGee 

Introductory course exploring the visual arts.  This lecture course surveys the role of arts in society.  Emphasis on design principles and fine and applied arts.
BIOL 493P-1WW, CRN-22625, TPS/Research in the Science Classroom, 3 Credits, S. Goodgame
The curriculum will focus on ideas and programs to facilitate support and encourage student research and participation in academic science competitions.  Competition activities and ideas will be aligned to the required standards and directly transferable to the every day science classroom with an emphasis on “Hands-on, minds-on” practices.  The course will try to highlight best practices and ideas to facilitate increased student participation as well as student growth.

CIS 151P-1WW, CRN-22621, Basic Computer Skills, 3 Credits, T. Maguire


Microcomputer operations; terminology, concepts and applications to include spreadsheets, database and work processing.

ENG 104P-2WW, CRN-22623, English Composition & Research, 3 Credits, N. Peterson 


A continuation of ENG 102; applies critical thinking, reading, and writing skills to research paper writing.  In order to enhance students’ interdisciplinary research, special topics may be selected.  Must earn minimum grade of “C.”  Prerequisite:  ENG 102 or 108 with a minimum grade of “C.”  

FIN 287P-1WW, CRN 22622, Personal Finance, 3 Credits, W. Brunsen 


Relating personal financial goals to financial management including credit use, savings, tax considerations and risk management.  Financial planning and instruments such as insurance, mortgages, securities and credit cards.  Prerequisites: ENG 102; MATH 107.

HIST 493-1WW, CRN-22626, TPS/Vietnam, 3 Credits, D. Elder 
HIST 593-1WW, CRN-22634, TPS/Vietnam, 3 Credits, D. Elder 

Vietnam--“A tragic failure.” “A noble effort.”  These are two frequently heard comments regarding the involvement of the United States in Southeast Asia from 1945 to 1975.  This course explores the dimensions of America’s attempts to create an independent South Vietnam.  The history and culture of Vietnam will be examined, then the focus will shift to the process by which the United States got directly involved in the region.  While the course deals with events happening in Vietnam, attention will be paid to the effects of the conflict on American society.  Issues of race, class, ethnicity, and gender will be addressed. Students are encouraged to develop their own interpretations of this critical period in our nation’s history.

MATH 493P-1WW, CRN-22627, TPS/Statistics for Mid-School Teachers, 3 Credits, K. Luna

A content course designed for in-service middle school/junior high school teachers covering introductory statistics topics, basic probability, linear regression, single variable confidence intervals and hypothesis tests, independent and dependent variable confidence intervals and hypothesis tests for 2 variables, χ2 probability distributions.
SPED 305P-4WW, CRN-22618, Student Disability in Regular Classroom, 3 Credits, K. Good 

Strategies for adapting instruction and utilizing technologies to meet the learning needs of exceptional students in regular classrooms.  This course will not count as credit toward Special Ed. Degree or Licensure.  Concurrent enrollment: EDF 222/222L recommended.
