ACADEMIC LIBRARIES 
· The bond funds requested for academic libraries ($3,000.000) are enough to purchase ½ of one library book for each full-time student attending college in New Mexico. 

· The average cost of a book to support college student learning has risen 134% going from $29.00 in 1982 to $68.00 in 2005.  [Science: $105; History: $ 51] (Yankee Book Peddler, August 2006).

· To support the educational efforts of a community college nursing student or a university engineering student, for example, academic libraries in New Mexico have had to deal with the inflation rate of academic journals increasing at 11% per year, and at an even higher rate in the sciences.
