Due to the nature of this prevailing theme, color submissions will not be considered.  There are no entry fees and cash prizes will be awarded to First-, Second- and Third-place winners in each category.
Written submissions must be typed and double-spaced in Microsoft Word in a 12-point basic font. Photographs and artwork must fit on an 8.5 x 11” page The following restrictions on length are: Short Stories should be limited to 2000 words or less and Poetry should be two pages or less. The deadline for submissions is April 1, 2007. 
El Portal is published each semester at Eastern thanks to Dr. Jack Williamson, a world-renowned science fiction writer and professor emeritus at ENMU who underwrites the publication. El Portal has been published since 1939. From 1985-1997, the publication changed its name to Pennyroyal, but went back to the name El Portal in 1998. Translated from Spanish, “el portal” means a grand entrance or gateway.
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
