Eligible applicants must have completed at least one year of study at a higher learning institution.  New Mexico residents and/or students will receive priority in the selection process.  Students from all majors, including those outside of history/political science, are encouraged to apply.  

Participants in previous Domenici internship programs have come from a wide variety of schools and backgrounds including universities, community colleges, and vocational schools both inside and outside of New Mexico.  Domenici’s Spring 2007 group of interns, for example, come from schools including the University of New Mexico, Eastern New Mexico University, and Notre Dame University.  


Domenici is New Mexico’s longest serving U.S. Senator.  He is ranking member of the Senate Energy and Natural Resources Committee and holds senior membership positions on the Budget Committee and the Appropriations Committee.
