Higher Education Campus Safety Task Force to Outline Safety Recommendations
Leadership from New Mexico’s public safety agencies and higher education institutions met last week to begin to assess security needs on New Mexico’s college and university campuses. The Campus Safety Task Force will make recommendations to the Governor and Legislature for improving the safety of students, faculty, and staff on campuses in the state. Faculty, staff, and students will be given the opportunity to have input into the recommendations during the process. Information regarding this important topic is forthcoming on the Department website.
 
With input from task force members, Secretary McClure has requested that the presidents of New Mexico’s public colleges and universities respond to a second, more detailed survey regarding campus safety issues. Responses to Campus Safety Survey, Part II, are due May 1. As a reminder, also due May 1 are copies of each institution’s Campus Security Report, published in compliance with the Federal Campus Security/Student Right to Know requirements. On April 27, U.S. Secretary of Education Margaret Spellings held a meeting of higher education leadership regarding campus safety. Impressed by New Mexico’s response to the Virginia Tech tragedy, during a roundtable at the ABE Transitions/Bridges to Opportunity Symposium later that morning the Secretary noted, “New Mexico is leading the nation as we spring into action on campus safety issues.” The event was sponsored by the New Mexico Business Roundtable for Educational Excellence and NMHED.

Joint Information Center/Joint Information System Training Course, May 15-16 or May 17-18
The New Mexico Department of Public Safety, the Federal Emergency Management Agency, and the New Mexico Office of Emergency Management will conduct a Joint Information Center/Joint Information System Training Course at the Office of Emergency Management’s Training Room, 13 Bataan Blvd, in Santa Fe. Two options are offered: 
Tuesday and Wednesday, May 15-16:  8:00 to 4:30
Thursday and Friday May 17-18:  8:00 to 4:30
 
The purpose of the course is to introduce the concept of crisis communication management using the joint information system model to government and nonprofit communications practitioners and emergency response managers. The course will provide information on how to integrate emergency public information policies, protocols and procedures within thematic emergency response disciplines of the Incident Command Systems and the National Incident Management Systems (NIMS). And, the course will provide the opportunity to practice the execution of a joint information system in order to achieve state compliance with NIMS Federal Fiscal Year 2007 Implementation Requirements of Homeland Security Presidential Directive-5 “Management of Domestic Incidents.” The course and materials are free. Commercial Equipment Direct Assistance Program (CEDAP)
The National Preparedness Directorate, Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), Department of Homeland Security (DHS) has announced the schedule for the 2007 application period of the Commercial Equipment Direct Assistance Program (CEDAP). Applications may be submitted via the Responder Knowledge Base website through Tuesday, May 29. Also online are a sample application and the products available for selection in CEDAP 2007.
CEDAP is the Commercial Equipment Direct Assistance Program administered by FEMA. The U.S. Army’s Electronic Proving Ground at Ft. Huachuca, Arizona provides program support. So far in the last 6 months New Mexico first responders have received more than $800,000.00 in equipment from this program. Some CEDAP equipment categories include Personal Protective Equipment (not firefighting); thermal imaging, night vision, and video surveillance; chemical and biological detection; information technology and risk management tools; and interoperable communications equipment/technology.

Reminder: NMHED Seeks Capital Projects Coordinator, Application Deadline May 11
As announced previously, NMHED seeks qualified applicants for a Capital Projects Coordinator; however, the description of duties has been revised. This position is responsible for reviewing and providing recommendations on funding requests for capital projects at 27 New Mexico higher education institutions and constitutional special schools. Deadline for response: May 11, 2007.
 
The Coordinator will meet with facility planners at institutions; assess reasonableness, feasibility, cost, impact, and priority of each proposal; conduct hearings on proposed projects; oversee projects through site visits, budget reviews, and compliance reviews with administrative and statutory requirements; and will participate in facility condition audits. The Capital Projects Coordinator will present the report of capital project priorities to the various legislative bodies and oversight boards for approval. A strong financial background is required for successful project oversight. Regular in-state travel is required. 
 
Minimum Qualifications:  Bachelor’s degree in a related field. Three years of experience in architectural/engineering design and construction, project management, and/or capital projects analysis. Preferred Qualifications:  Registered Architect (R.A.) or Professional Engineer (P.E.). Knowledge of federal, state, and local building and life safety codes, ordinances, and regulations.  Knowledge of capital expenditure budgeting policies and procedures as applied to public institutions.

NM GEAR UP staff attended the introductory meeting for the Construction and Manufacturing Cluster Workforce Education Alliance at the APS Montgomery Training Complex. This is the second alliance to be formed in the greater Albuquerque Area and involves schools, higher education, local and state government, the parent community, and the business community. The model is called the Community Career Cluster Collaborative​ (CCCC). NM GEAR UP was invited to help facilitate coverage beyond Albuquerque. The CCCC vision is to develop a community-wide partnership that assures successful transitions to postsecondary choices which increase economic development and quality of life. The Institute of American Indian Arts (IAIA), in collaboration with the Disney-ABC Television Group Talent Development Programs and The Walt Disney Studios, is presenting the fourth annual Summer Television and Film Workshop. This year’s Workshop offers two tracks: 1) The Filmmaking Track, which will focus on directing, screenwriting, production, and acting techniques;  and 2) The Writers’ Track, a new initiative in which students focus on developing writing skills by creating spec scripts for television. Faculty for both workshops is drawn from professional ranks of the television and film industries. The program’s curriculum includes mini-workshops and panel discussions with top decision makers and industry experts.

HACU/Southwest Airlines Offer College Students Free Travel, Deadline June 15 
Applications are now being accepted for the third annual “Dándole Alas a Tu Éxito/Giving Flight to Your Success,” educational travel award program. Through this national educational initiative, Southwest Airlines in conjunction with The Hispanic Association of Colleges and Universities (HACU), will provide roundtrip tickets to students with socio-economic need and who travel away from home to pursue a higher education. To be eligible, students must apply online.

Because proximity to home continues to be a barrier to achieving educational goals for Latino students, Southwest and HACU are addressing Hispanic college student success while keeping them connected to family.
“HACU is proud to partner with Southwest Airlines for the third year of this incredible program,” said Antonio Flores, President and CEO of HACU. “As we’ve worked together to bridge the distance between the students and their families – we’ve received heartwarming letters that continue to illuminate the need our students have to include their families in their higher education success.”
Of the more than 190 students who applied last year, 44 were selected and honored with the ¡Lanzate! Premio Universitario/Take Off! Higher Education Award. Although the students’ backgrounds were different, they all shared a common bond -- to achieve a higher education and maintain close family ties.

New Medical Assistant Certificate Program to Launch at SFCC 
NMHED has approved a new medical assistant certificate program to be offered this fall at Santa Fe Community College. Graduates of the one-year program will be ready to take the certified medical assistant exam through the American Association of Medical Assistants and to work in the medical field. 
 
The medical assistant program at SFCC consists of 44.5 credit hours of medical, business and general education requirements. Some of the ten new courses specific to health careers offered include medical law; ethics and professionalism; medical insurance; finance and pharmacology for allied health. 
 
Medical assistants typically work in doctor’s offices, clinics and ambulatory care centers providing support and education to patients; setting up and assisting with procedures and lab work and working with computer systems for scheduling and billing. According to the Department of Labor, there is a high demand for professional medical assistants in New Mexico and nationally.

WNMU President John E. Counts Reelected President of The Renaissance Group
Western New Mexico University President John E. Western New Mexico University Offers Scholarships to Teachers
A new grant program at WNMU’s School of Education, El Puente: a Partnership for Early Childhood Teacher Professional Development, will assist 31 assistant teachers earn a Bachelor’s degree in early childhood education.  This innovative project develops a more highly skilled workforce, while helping teachers in Head Start programs and four local school districts meet quality standards. Scholarships are available for instructional aides with associate degrees to continue working toward a degree in Early Childhood and teachers who have already earned degrees may further their education with an interdisciplinary masters or other additional licensure.
 
To overcome the financial, cultural, and time management barriers to continuing education for instructional aides, El Puente will provide full scholarships, books and fees, summer living stipends, travel and childcare expenses, academic advising, and on-site classroom mentoring. Some courses will be scheduled online or in late afternoon or evening to accommodate work schedules. 
 
El Puente is the bridge to educational advancement for instructional assistants and early childhood and elementary teachers in three southwestern New Mexico Counties. There is emerging research in brain development that gives educators new insights into appropriate learning environments for young children and the need for training in the field for professionals. Terry Anderson, Director of  Early Childhood programs at WNMU, and Alice Jones, grant writer, designed El Puente to meet these needs.
 
Funded by NMHED through a teacher quality improvement grant, El Puente’s primary purpose is to help prepare teachers for pre-school through third grade classrooms. Using practices in these classrooms that are appropriate for young children will better align programs with the demands school districts are facing for accountability.
 
The funding is currently in place for a two year program. Cobre Consolidated Schools, Deming Public Schools, El Grito Head Start, Lordsburg Municipal Schools, Silver Consolidated Schools, and WNMU’s School of Education are all partners in the project. Dr. Patricia Manzanares-Gonzales, Dean of Education, is the administrator of the grant.
 
An intensive summer program will offer twelve credits in two three-week sessions in both 2007 and 2008. Every effort will be made to help ensure participants’ retention in the program and their academic success. Classes will be scheduled and offered on a rotating basis to accommodate scholarship recipients outside the Silver City area.
