Bead Jewelry Design and Construction- Instructor Susan Allen has gathered all the instruments and supplies you will need to complete three projects in bead jewelry, over the course of three Saturday classes in SAS Room #234.  Enrollment is open to students aged 16 years through adult.  Tools required for the first two classes, which students will get to keep (tool kit fee $25), include round nose pliers, rosary pliers, needle-nose pliers, crimping pliers, wire cutters, flush cutters and bead board.  Students will make a gemstone bead sterling silver necklace for Project #1 on Sept. 8, 8 a.m.-12 noon, for class fee $40 and bead kit fee $36.  A cubic zirconium & Swarovski crystal sterling silver (ss) or silver tone (st) necklace will be made for Project #2 on Sept. 22, 9 a.m.-12 noon (register no later than Monday, Sept. 10), for class fee $30 and bead kit fee of $65 for ss or $40 for st.  Finally, you can make a beaded bracelet style stretch watch for Project #3 on Oct. 13, 9-11 a.m. (register no later than Monday, Oct. 8) for class fee $20 and bead kit fee $10.  No tool kit fee is required if only participating in Project #3; just bring a pair of scissors.  Register for any individual project, or receive a $9 discount for prepayment of all 3 Projects for only $81.  Tool kit and bead kit fees are payable to the instructor (office located in Quay Hall, Room 106) any time before registration deadlines for the selected Project.  A parental consent form is required for teenagers under the age of 18 years. Henna/Hina Application and Design- Henna tattoos are natural, painless and temporary, lasting one to two weeks.  We welcome new instructor Rabiah Memon, an ENMU student from Pakistan, who will teach the application and design of henna tattoos.  The class is open to both female and male students aged 13 years through adult.  A parental consent form is required for teenagers under the age of 18 years.  The course fee is $45 per four-week rotation, Thursdays, 6:30-8:30 p.m., FCS 100.  Rotation 1 is Sept. 13-Oct. 4 (register no later than Friday, Sept. 7), and Rotation 2 is Oct. 11-Nov. 1 (register no later than Friday, Oct. 5).  A lab fee of $10 per four-week rotation is payable to the instructor at the first class, and materials for home application (which students keep) are purchased at the first class for a $15 kit fee, payable to the instructor.

Pakistani Cooking- We welcome new instructor Rabiah Memon, an ENMU student from Pakistan, who will teach students aged 16 years through adult to prepare a variety of authentic recipes to be tasted during each meeting.  Students will learn to prepare a variety of fun and flavorful foods which will include: snacks Kachori, Potato Kabobs, and Pakorey; main dishes Pulao Rice, Punjabi Karhi (a curry from Punjab Province); desserts Carrot Halva; drinks Chai Tea and Lassi; dips Raita Dip, Tamarind Chutney, and Achar Pickle; as well as variations of many of the above recipes.  The course fee is $36 per 4-week rotation, Fridays, 6-8:30 p.m., FCS-98.  Rotation 2 is Oct. 5-26 (register no later than Friday, Sept. 28).  A parental consent form is required for teenagers under the age of 18 years.  Due to food purchase, this class must be prepaid with no refunds.  A $20 lab fee is payable to the instructor at the first class.  

Law School Preparation- This course, coordinated by our educational partner, Scott A. Hatch, J.D., of the Center for Legal Studies in Golden, Colorado is offered in both live lecture and online format, and is designed to help pre-law students excel in their first year of law school.  Its objective is to teach a proven approach for attacking the burdensome casebook method of instruction so that dedicated students can enter law school prepared and maximize their studies on the very first day.
