The Dept. of Distance Education & Outreach has openings for Counselors in Kids’ College, June 1-July 24, 2009.  Get your shorts, t-shirts, shade caps, whistles and lesson plans ready—we want you! 
Positions are full-time 45 hours, (Monday through Friday, 8 a.m.-5 p.m.) which includes five hours overtime per week (supervising responsibilities during lunch hour), with minimum wage currently at $7.50 an hour and overtime pay at $11.25 hour.  These are temporary job positions with no ENMU benefits, but they provide lots of experience with children.  An acceptable criminal background check through ENMU Human Resources is required, and applicants must be at least 21 years old.  Experience as a teacher, teacher’s aide, camp or youth-group counselor, and/or previous coursework in education is preferred.  
Age groups of children are: 6-7 years, 8-9 years, and 10-12 years, with up to 30 students in each group.  Regular class activities are located on ENMU-Portales campus (headquartered in Technology and Family Consumer Sciences Buildings) and include art, reading, physical education, computers, science, living history, music, possible swimming (if ENMU Natatorium reopens in time) or outdoor water hose & sprinkler fun, as well as occasional field trips and special activities.  Children will present a variety show for parents and friends in the CUB Ballroom on the final day of classes.  
Normally, two or three Counselors are assigned to each age group, and one Lead Teacher helps the Counselors by coordinating schedules, lesson plans, supplies, permission slips, etc.  Some Counselors from last year are returning again this summer, so the new Counselors will have plenty of mentoring and support.
