Mud Volleyball 2009 Tournament Rules

GENERAL:

All players must be 18 years of age or older to
participate and complete a Player’'s Accident Waiver
and Release of Liability — Mud Volleyball form.

Double elimination will be used to determine the
court champions. A game will be 15 points. There
will be rally scoring with a winning margin of 2.
Matches are best 2 out of 3 games.

If the winner of the Loser's bracket defeats the
winner of the Winner’s bracket in their first match, a
deciding game will be played to determine the court
champion, using rally scoring up to 15 points with a
winning margin of 2, no time limit and no cap.

During the single elimination championship round,
rally scoring will be used with games up to 15 points
with a winning margin of 2 with no time limit and no
cap.

RULES OF PLAY:

1. The ball must be served behind the rear out-of-
bounds line on the right side within the service
area. It may be hit in any manner with the hand.
Prior to service, the ball may not be loaded with
mud.

2. ltis afoul for a player to touch the net.

3. Because rally scoring is in effect, points will be
scored on each serve.

4. Players of the serving team must rotate
clockwise when receiving the ball to serve.

5. The return of the serve must be bumped. 1t is
illegal to spike or block the serve.

6. Carrying, holding, or throwing the ball while it is
in play is a foul.

7. A maximum of three (3) hits to a side. A player
may not hit the ball twice in succession. A block
is not considered a hit.

8. The ball may be played by any part of the body.
9. Only the front line is allowed to spike or block.

10. Players arguing with and/or abusing an official
will be asked to leave the game and the
immediate area. Failure to leave will cause
his/her team to forfeit the match. Players ejected
from a match will not be allowed to participate in
further matches.

11. Rules are subject to referee’s interpretation.

12. A team must have four (4) to six (6) players on
the court at all times.

13. Each team must have at least two (2) players
of the opposite gender on the court at all
times.

14. Substituting will be allowed only from the
serving position except in the case of injury.

15. The courts shall be 30’ X 60" and consist of a net
and lots of mud.

16. Each team is allowed two (2), 30-second
time-outs per game.

17. Courts will be watered down as needed at the
request of a team captain or a tournament
official.

18. All players must either wear high-top shoes
or have their shoes duct taped to their feet.

19. Referee’s decisions are final.
There are no protests.
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
